Purpose of Lab:  This is a one credit-hour pass/fail course with the purpose of introducing you to and becoming proficient with the program Mathematica.  This is an invaluable tool and once you are comfortable with it, it will assist you throughout the rest of your academic career.

Office Hours:  The office hours listed are for any questions regarding APPM 2450 as well as the standard APPM 2350 Calculus III class.  Also, you are free to attend any of the instructors’ office hours if you have questions, not just your own instructor's hours.

The option to “Delete All Output” can be found in either the “Cell” or “Kernel” drop-down menu depending on which version of Mathematica you are working with.  For each worksheet, you will have until the next class meeting to submit a completed copy via email to your instructor.  No late submissions will be accepted.
